Dear Mr. President and City Councillors:

I respectfully request and recommend that your Honorable Body approve the establishment of a Revolving Account  for a Recreational Basketball Program Under MGL Chapter 53E ½ .

If approved:

This “Fund” will support a city-wide basketball program for boys and girls.  The “Fund” will pay all expenses related to said program.

Fees collected from participants, and donations, will be deposited to the “Fund”.

The Director of Recreation will have the authority to approve expenditures for the “Fund”.

Expenditures shall be limited to $10,000, and in no case shall exceed the balance in the “Fund”.

Annually, the Director of Recreation shall report to the City Council and Mayor the total amount of receipts and expenditures of the “Fund”.

A memo from Mr. Mark Smith, Director of Recreation which outlines the rationale for such a fund is attached for your review.
