Dear President Maiocco and Members of the Medford City Council:

I respectfully request and recommend that your Honorable Body, pursuant to the provisions of G.L. c 40 § 3, approve and authorize the sale and transfer of two (2) parcels of vacant land owned by the City of Medford located at the corner of Bailey Street (City of Medford Assessor’s Map D-12, Lot 40) and Scott Street (City of Medford Assessor’s Map D-12-Lot 38) to Mr. Thomas M. Thomassen of 55 Porter Road, Boxford, MA. for the sum of $172,000.00.

The vacant lot owned by the City of Medford on Bailey Street consists of 4,470 square feet of land and the vacant lot owned by the City on Scott Street consists of 4,155 square feet of land.
 

Mr. Thomassen is the owner of a vacant parcel of land on Bailey Street (City of Medford Assessor’s Map D-12, Lot 39) which is located adjacent to and in the middle of the two city owned lots located at the corner of Bailey Street and Scott Street. It is also shown on the attached plan and consists of 4,150 square feet of land.

Mr. Thomassen proposes to merge the two City owned lots with the one that he presently owns to create two single family house lots.

The terms of the sale will be further governed by the provisions of a Purchase and Sale Agreement to be entered into between the City of Medford and Thomas M. Thomassen which will include all restrictions as set forth in the Request For Proposals dated August 9, 2007.
