Chapter 94 Zoning

Be It Ordained by the City Council of the City of Medford that the Revised Ordinances of the City of Medford be further amended in Chapter 94 to change the classification of the

premises at 135, 129, 125 and 119 Alexander Avenue and 116, 122-124, 130-132 and 138-140 Bonner Avenue particularly describe on Exhibit A attached hereto with the general description as follows: 
Beginning at  a point at the intersection of the center lines of Alexander Avenue and Pierce Avenue, and thence running northeasterly along the centerline of Alexander Avenue a distance of 244.74 feet; thence southeasterly a distance of 20 feet to the north easterly corner of Lot 63 as identified on the City of Medford Assessor’s Map V-10; thence southeasterly along the easterly side of said Lot 63 a distance of 90.00 feet; thence northeasterly along the northerly side of Lot 39 as identified on the City of Medford Assessor’s Map V-10, a distance of 56.51 feet; thence southeasterly along the easterly side of said Lot 39 a distance of 90.00 feet to the south easterly corner of said Lot 39; thence southeasterly a distance of 20 feet to the centerline of Bonner Avenue; thence southwesterly along the centerline of Bonner Avenue a distance of 301.25 feet. And thereby reflect the such change upon the zoning map of the City of Medford from Commercial 2 (C-2) to General Residence (GR) Zoning District as such uses are defined in Chapter 94 Article IV Use Regulations and Section 94-148 (d)
