In accordance with Massachusetts General Laws, chapter 10, section 27A, (as amended
on 5/20/96), you are hereby notified that an application for a Keno license has been
received by the Massachusetts State Lottery Commission, (MSLC) from:

In order to
be fair and apply the same criteria to all cities; towns, and applicants, the MSLC defines
and “official action” to be one in which the applicant appeared, or was given the
opportunity to appear, before the licensing authority to discuss the issue at the local level
in an open hearing or meeting prior to the Hearing at the MSLC.
