 The following are the streets and highways referred to:

Beginning at the intersection of the easterly end of Bow Street with the Medford Somerville City Line, then westerly to the intersection with Dexter Street, then southwesterly along Dexter Street to the Medford-Somerville City Line. Total distance .27 miles or 1425 feet.

Approved – Chief Engineer w/ provision that no underground work will be done and there shall be no disturbance to the City of Medford sidewalk or roadways

Approved - Supt. of Wires w/provision that NextG will be responsible for transferring all fire alarm cable and fire alarm boxes on any new pole that maybe added for this project and: NextG will furnish contact information yearly or upon transfer of ownership of the company.
