Dear Madam President and Members of the Medford City Council:

I respectfully request and hereby recommend that your Honorable Body approve the sale of a parcel of land located in front of 17 Foster Court, Medford, MA to the 13-17 Foster Court Trust. The Trustee of the Trust are Nancy A. Scanzani (f/k/a Nancy A. Jamgochian) and Marie A. Carlile.

This lot is noted as Lot 2 as shown on a Sub-Division Plan of Land in Medford by Charles J. Clark, Registered Land Surveyor, dated September 19, 1959.

The lot is a narrow sliver of land consisting of 1,234 square feet of vacant land. It is approximately 132 feet in length, 10 feet wide on the south side and 5.69 feet wide on the north side.

The current Trustees took title of the parcel adjacent to the sliver of land from their mother (now deceased), Amelia Valeriani, who, in turn, had taken title under the Will of her husband, Michael A. Valeriani.

For years it had been assumed that the owners of the adjacent parcel also owned this narrow strip of land. A title search confirmed that it is, in fact, owned by the City of Medford. 

The acquisition of this small strip of land will rectify the title issues that had arisen because of the City’s ownership of this strip of land.

The City of Medford Assessor’s Office has determined that the fair market value for this parcel to be $7,500.00.

The Trustees and the City will also execute a separate Agreement, that will be binding on all successors in title to the property, which will include a covenant that if the adjacent land is ever used for three or more dwelling units, a one time lump sum payment of $22,000.00 shall be paid to the City of Medford simultaneous with the issuance of a certificate of use and occupancy.

Dear Madam President and Members of the Council:

I respectfully request and recommend that your Honorable Body, pursuant to the provisions of G.L. c 184 §§ 31, 32 and 33 approve a Conservation Restriction to be granted to the City of Medford by PL Park at River’s Edge- Medford LLC pertaining to a parcel of land in Medford containing 4.9 acres which is part of Phase I of the mixed use development known as “River’s Edge”.

The purpose of this Conservation Restriction is to provide the public park space for passive recreation and, in certain areas, active recreation; access to the “River Park”; views of the River Park and the Malden River. 

The Grantor [PL Park at Rivers Edge] voluntarily agreed with the City of Medford and the Mystic Valley Development Commission to create this 4.9 acres of park space and to grant this Conservation Restriction. The City will use the 4.9 acres as compensation for land used for construction during the new schools project.  

The Conservation Restriction Area contains walkways, lighting, seating and landscaping. The area will be a public open space.

The Conservation Restriction and related data is being provided with this request. A representative from PL Park at River’s Edge- Medford LLC will be in attendance at the Council meeting to answer any questions that may arise.
